Cladding / sealing lot  
1. General 
Outdoor cladding will be created using 40.40.60 U panels product reference from the Lauder PAREA range of the Laudescher brand.

The service will include the supply and installation of the Lauder PAREA system, framework, insulation, sealing membrane and panels. Specific features will be treated in accordance

with the recommendations and technical diagrams provided by the manufacturer, in compliance

with Lauder PAREA technical specifications and the assembly drawings provided by the company.
2. Description of outdoor cladding 
Outdoor cladding will be of the following type:

Slat section: 40 x 40 mm
Facing side: 40 mm
Slat thickness: 40 mm
Rear black wooden counter-slats: 40 x 40 mm

Reaction to fire: D-s1, d0 as defined in standard EN 13501-1
Solid wood and finishes: 
· Larch natural finish
· Pine Wax Color finish
· Class 4 softwoods pine natural finish
· Class 4 softwoods pine Wax Color finish
Choice of Wax Color available to contractors: Light wood, Chocolate, Grey, Oak, Black.
Modular dimensions: 1800 x 640 mm and 1200 x 640 mm
Kit dimensions (unassembled): 600 x 640 mm 
Option: Start/end panel: 900 x 640 mm
3. Technical performance
· When installing the cladding on masonry with external wall insulation or wooden frameworks, proof must be provided of tests performed in an approved laboratory on the following aspects: 
· Seismicity 
· Wind load resistance and watertightness under dynamic pressure / negative pressure
· Reaction to fire: D-s1, d0 as defined in standard EN 13501-1
· PEFC / FSC: the product must be supplied with a certificate and individual number
· Maintenance: 
· For the Wax Color finish: maintain wood by spraying on the Wax Color finishing product every 5 to 6 years (variable in accordance with climatic conditions and building exposure) 
after cleaning the surface. This operation can only be carried out by qualified companies that have received training and are approved to do so by Laudescher.
· For the "untreated" finish: no maintenance required. The wood will adopt a naturally grey shade over time. 
4. Installation: 
· Closed framework - masonry with external wall insulation - horizontal installation: 
The primary framework is installed at a distance of 600 mm by affixing Isolalu brackets( mounted on Thermostop* strips. The brackets are mounted using anchor bolts* appropriate

to the support (Baraco, Chimfort, etc.), with Thermostop clips inserted between the bolts

and the brackets. Façalu L 50/42 profiles* are fixed to the Isolalu brackets with Perfix TH* screws. 
Protective screen Stamisol Color** is glued onto the primary framework using Stamcoll N55**. The panels are mechanically mounted at 600 mm intervals with 2 Laudernox self-drilling screws screwed into the recessed black wooden counter-slats, and the sealing washer

is placed between the spacer collar of the panel and the Stamisol Color membrane.
OR
· Closed framework - masonry with external wall insulation - vertical installation: 
The primary framework is installed at a distance of 600 mm by affixing Isolalu* brackets mounted on Thermostop* strips. The brackets are mounted using anchor bolts* appropriate
to the support (Baraco, Chimfort, etc.), with Thermostop clips inserted between the bolts

and the brackets. Façalu L 50/42 profiles* are fixed to the Isolalu brackets with Perfix TH* screws. A secondary framework is installed through horizontal mounting of Façalu* top hat profiles at a distance of 600 mm using Perfix TH* screws screwed into the primary framework.
Protective screen Stamisol Color** is glued onto the secondary framework using Stamcoll N55**. The panels are mechanically mounted at 600 mm intervals with 2 Laudernox self-drilling screws screwed into the recessed black wooden counter-slats, and the sealing washer is placed between the spacer collar of the panel and the Stamisol Color membrane.
OR
· Open framework - wooden framework - horizontal installation:
The construction system must be compliant with installation good practice rules.
A secondary framework is installed on the primary framework through horizontal mounting

of Façalu* top hat profiles equidistant to the black wooden counter-slat spacer collars using Drillnox* screws screwed into the primary framework.
Protective screen Stamisol Color** is glued onto the secondary framework using Stamcoll N55**. The panels are mechanically mounted on the top hat profiles at 600 mm intervals

with 2 Laudernox self-drilling screws screwed into the recessed black wooden counter-slats, and the sealing washer is placed between the spacer collar of the panel and the Stamisol Color membrane.
OR 
· Open framework - wooden framework - vertical installation: 
The construction system must be compliant with installation good practice rules.
A secondary framework is installed through horizontal mounting of Façalu* top hat profiles

at a distance of 600 mm using Drillnox* screws screwed into the primary framework.
Protective screen Stamisol Color** is glued onto the secondary framework using Stamcoll N55**. The panels are mechanically mounted on the top hat profiles at 600 mm intervals

with 2 Laudernox self-drilling screws screwed into the recessed black wooden counter-slats, and the sealing washer is placed between the spacer collar of the panel and the Stamisol Color membrane.

· Installation on sealed masonry: 
The horizontal or vertical panel is mounted on sealed masonry walls using the spacing collars.

The panels are mechanically mounted with 2 screws in each recessed black wooden
counter-slat using anchor bolts appropriate to the support.
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
